WHQO'S READING THE MAGAZINE? WHAT ABC FIGURES MEAN

Drives & Controls is the UK's No.1 engineering design magazine, both for its quality circulation and its
editorial content.

Every year, the independent Audit Bureau of Circulation (ABC) analyses and certifies the circulation
of many - but not all - trade magazines. Publishers have to meet strict criteria to qualify for an ABC
certificate*. Some fail to achieve these criteria and others don't even apply for ABC certification. The
ABC certificates also give a breakdown between "controlled" and "non-controlled" free circulations.

Controlled. Controlled copies are sent free to individuals who can be proven to meet “terms of
control”set by the publisher defining their job title or field of activity.

ABC breaks controlled circulation down into three categories:

B Copies requested by individuals.

| Copies requested on behalf of a company only.

B "Non-requested” copies where the publisher has proven that the addressee fits the criteria for
the target group specified in the terms of control but the individual has not requested to
receive the publication.

Non-Controlled. The publisher has no information on the individual being sent the publication,
they do not fit the 'terms and control’of the magazine and the individual may no longer be at that
place of work.

Controlled non-requested subscriptions may be going to companies that no longer exist or to
individuals who are no longer with a company. So the number of requested and non-requested
readers indicates who is actually reading a magazine - and who regards the publication highly
enough to ask to subscribe to it.

Another important factor is how recently readerships have been requested. In some cases, it may
be three years since a subscriber asked to receive a magazine. They may no longer be with the
company or may have moved to another position. The best publishers invest heavily to ensure that
their requested circulations are as up-to-date as possible
